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According to Argonne National
Laboratory research:

» |dling uses more fuel than does
restarting your car.

» Unless you're driving a clunker,
your vehicle will restart.

» You will not wear out the starter.

» |dling a car wastes about 0.3 gal/h
and a big truck about 1 gal/h.

» Each gallon of fuel burned emits
about 20 Ib. of carbon dioxide.

» Idling gets you nowhere!

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ILLINOIS REGULATION


For diesels ≥ 8,000 lb. (GVW), idling is limited to 10 min/h in and around the largest cities. Sleepers and vehicles in queue are exempted.





CITY OF CHICAGO REGULATION


Idling is limited to 3 min/h for all diesels. Sleepers included if temperature is 32˚–80˚F.
